We will focus 
primarily on American and Irish fiddle styles, and will explore how fiddling is used in 
popular music, including movie and game soundtracks. We will work towards the goal 
of a mini-performance on Friday. Open to RMS students, including incoming 6th 
graders. Violins, violas, cellos, and bassists welcome.
